These calls will be placed weekday mornings starting at 10am.  The volunteer will simply place a phone call to the phone number that you provide to say hello and make sure that you are feeling ok.  The phone calls will only be a few minutes long but may provide a lot of reassurance.
If contact cannot be made from the telephone call, a wait period of approximately 20 minutes will be given.  Another call will be placed and if contact is still not made, an Eliot Police Officer will be dispatched to check up on you.
